On a motion by Mr. Dymond, seconded by Connolly, and with all in favor, members approved the minutes of the January 20, 2010 meeting.

The Board considered the following planning and zoning referrals:

10-4 Village of Catskill, Approve with Comment:  site plan regarding the renovation of the former Eckerd’s at 1 Amos Post Road, Route 9W, and West Bridge Street into a retail beer and beverage store (Beer World).  On a motion by Mr. Connolly, seconded by Beers, and with all in favor (except Mr. Smith, who abstained), members approved the referral with comments as follows:
1. Use of a landscaped berm (similar to what was done for the front setback areas of the nearby Walgreens Pharmacy and Wal-Mart) in the area of the site plan where it is noted “Remove Existing Asphalt and Landscape” is encouraged in order to improve the overall look of the site.

2. Please note: An approval and/or local decision designation by the County Planning Board should not be construed as a recommendation that the referring agency approve the referral in question.  An approval does not indicate that the County Planning Board has reviewed all local concerns; it indicates that the referral has met certain countywide considerations.  Evaluation of local criteria is the responsibility of the referring agency.

In cases of disapproval or modification by the County Planning Board, referring agencies may not act contrary to the recommendations except by a majority plus one of all members and after adoption of a resolution setting forth the reasons for such contrary action.

10-5 Town of Catskill, Local Decision:  special use permit regarding the replacement of a manufactured home on a 1.58-acre parcel located at 8 Oak Road (just off Route 32).  On a motion by Mr. Flack, seconded by Mr. Cavallaro, and with all in favor, members designated the referral a local decision with the standard local concerns disclaimer:
Please note: An approval and/or local decision designation by the County Planning Board should not be construed as a recommendation that the referring agency approve the referral in question.  An approval does not indicate that the County Planning Board has reviewed all local concerns; it indicates that the referral has met certain countywide considerations.  Evaluation of local criteria is the responsibility of the referring agency.

In cases of disapproval or modification by the County Planning Board, referring agencies may not act contrary to the recommendations except by a majority plus one of all members and after adoption of a resolution setting forth the reasons for such contrary action.

10-7 Town of Windham, Approve:  site plan regarding replacement of a 1 ½-story existing building with a 2-story building with office on ground floor and residential apartment on 2nd floor.  On a motion by Mr. Beers, seconded by Ms. Hansen, and with all in favor (except Mr. Poelker, who abstained), members approved the referral with the standard local concerns disclaimer:
Please note: An approval and/or local decision designation by the County Planning Board should not be construed as a recommendation that the referring agency approve the referral in question.  An approval does not indicate that the County Planning Board has reviewed all local concerns; it indicates that the referral has met certain countywide considerations.  Evaluation of local criteria is the responsibility of the referring agency.

In cases of disapproval or modification by the County Planning Board, referring agencies may not act contrary to the recommendations except by a majority plus one of all members and after adoption of a resolution setting forth the reasons for such contrary action.

10-8 Town of Catskill, Approve:  special use permit regarding renovation and reoccupation of a 34-room hotel and restaurant on a 9.3-acre parcel along State Route 23A.  On a motion by Dymond, seconded by Mr. Flack, and with all in favor, members approved the referral with comments as follows:
1. Involvement of NYS Department of Health regarding water supply and restaurant operations, and NYS Department of Environmental Conservation regarding the proposed Sewage disposal system, and NYS Department of Transportation regarding access is recommended.  In addition, NYS building code compliance issues should be considered as part of this approval.

2. A site plan for a project of this scale should include landscaping and lighting plans showing exiting and planned improvements and a landscaping schedule.  For a redeveloped site, the plans should identify existing and planned features (including features to be retained and removed).  Professionally developed landscaping plan and lighting plans are encouraged for this development.

3. Please note: An approval and/or local decision designation by the County Planning Board should not be construed as a recommendation that the referring agency approve the referral in question.  An approval does not indicate that the County Planning Board has reviewed all local concerns; it indicates that the referral has met certain countywide considerations.  Evaluation of local criteria is the responsibility of the referring agency.

10-9 Town of Cairo, Approve:  site plan regarding the conversion of an existing building behind the South Cairo Country Store into a deli/pizzeria.  On a motion by Mr. Poelker, seconded by Ms. Atwood, and with all in favor, members approved the referral with comments as follows:
1. NYS building code compliance issues should be considered as part of this approval.

Mr. Connolly entertained nominations for Secretary.  Mr. Beers nominated Mr. Diamante; Mr. Poelker seconded the nomination.  Mr. Allan moved that the nominations be closed, seconded by Ms. Hansen.  With all in favor, Mr. Diamante was elected Secretary.

On a motion by Mr. Poelker, seconded by Mr. Beers and with all in favor, the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 PM.
